Reception and Year 1 overviews

This programme overview shows the progression of GPCs and tricky words that we teach term-by-term. The progression
has been organised so that children are taught from the simple to more complex GPCs, as well as taking into account
the frequency of their occurrence in the most commonly encountered words. All the graphemes taught are practised in
words, sentences, and later on, in fully decodable books. Children review and revise GPCs and words, daily, weekly and
across terms and years, in order to move this knowledge into their long term memory.

Children need to learn to read as quickly as reasonably possible, so they can move from learning to read, to reading
to learn, giving them access to the treasure house of reading. Our expectations of progression are aspirational yet
achievable if schools maintain pace, practice and participation by all children. Children who are not keeping-up with
their peers should be given additional practice immediately through keep-up sessions.

Spelling

so far.

* They will practise writing a dictated sentence.

 Handwriting is referred to but is taught at other times
of the day.

* Spellings taught in school are sent home as homework
for children to practise.

How do we teach reading in books?

Reading practice sessions are:

* timetabled three times a week
 taught by a trained teacher/teaching

assistant
* taught in small groups.
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Reading a book at the right level

This means that your child should:

* know all the sounds and tricky words in
their phonics book well

* read many of the words by silent
blending (in their head) — their reading
will be automatic

* only need to stop and sound out about
5% of the words by the time they bring
the book home — but they should be
able to do this on their own.

What is the Phonics Screening Check?

e Itis a quick check of your child’s phonics shop
knowledge.

* Itis not designed to create any stress or yell
anxiety for your child. We practise every
day so that children are familiar with alien el
words. P

* It assesses decoding skills using phonics. check

* It consists of 40 words (20 real words, _

20 ‘alien words’).

If children do not achieve the required score
in Year 1, they will retake the screening at the
end of Year 2.



How does the check work?

 Your child will sit with a member of staff that
they know.

* They will be asked to read 40 words aloud.

* This takes just a few minutes to complete, but
there is no time limit.

* |f your child is struggling, the teacher will stop.

* |t has been carefully designed not to be stressful
for your child.
